Michelle had an aggressive form of 
breast cancer. 

“I remember sitting in the doctor’s o�  ce, 
shocked to hear the word cancer,” recalls 
Michelle. 

Fortunately, Michelle’s cancer was caught 
early. She had a mastectomy but needed 

no further treatment. Today, she is can-
cer-free, grateful to spend the holidays 
with her husband, two children and three 
grandchildren. And she is grateful to you 
for helping make it possible. 

“It’s thanks to donor support that my can-
cer was found before it became invasive,” 
Michelle says. “It’s because of the equip-
ment you helped to fund that I’m where I 
am today. Thank you.”

For many donors, a gift through their Will is a meaningful 
way to give back to their community. It can provide a last-
ing legacy for their family, as well as for the charities who 
will carry on their vision for future generations.

Including a gift to the PRHC Foundation in your Will is 
easy to do. It doesn’t mean depriving those you love most, 
nor does it need to be di�  cult for you to put your a� airs 
in order. Your lawyer can help you ensure your Will takes 
care of your loved ones � rst, while also supporting the 
causes that mean the most to you.

A common misconception is that a gift made through a 
Will must be a speci� c amount. It can also be di�  cult to 
decide just what that amount should be. Donors are often 
happy to learn that there are two other ways to leave 
a gift in their Will without worrying about an exact gift 
amount or the size of their estate. 

Residual Gift - This is a gift made from what is left in your 
estate after you have made speci� c gifts to others. You 
may then leave the remainder (residual) of your estate to 
the Peterborough Regional Health Centre Foundation.

Percentage Gift -  Some people choose to leave a per-
centage of their estate.  For example, you might divide 
your estate into 10 equal shares, leaving one of those 
shares to the PRHC Foundation.

We know that all legacy gifts are gifts from the heart, and 
we thank you for considering this special way to support 
patient care at your hospital.
